Senegal
AFD is financing the program called Yaakaar (“hope” in Wolof), 
designed by the Consortium Jeunesse Sénégal, which aims to 
structure a public and voluntary ecosystem for the socio-
economic integration of young people. It will strengthen  
the involvement and civic engagement of young people  
in public and community life.

Haiti
With the Poto Mitan program, AFD is providing support  
for inclusive and local access to administrative services  
and the civil registry, while three million Haitians do not have legal 
identity. The project will strengthen administrative services and 
citizen involvement to improve the quality of services and restore 
a relationship of trust. 

Uzbekistan
AFD is supporting the country’s green economy policy via 
three budget support loans between 2022 and 2026. A technical 
assistance program will also help the authorities reinforce their 
competencies in several areas (including environmental taxation, 
sustainable governance of public companies and green energies).   
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
